Symposium on Transnational Political Agency

While debates on global justice and global democracy proliferate, the normative significance of the transnationalizing of bounded polities has been unduly neglected by much contemporary political theory. This symposium directs attention to current transnational transformations of the conditions of political agency focusing in particular on three issues: communication rights, voting rights and mobility rights. In a world in which election campaigns and voting rights often extend beyond the territorial borders of the state, in which diasporas and expatriates can serve as loci of political power and influence within the state, and in which plural nationality creates specific transnational rights of free movement which in turn, support transnational modes of agency, the transnational dimension should be central to contemporary political debates.
